The name ‘Girls on the Move' represents women motorcyclists
progressing towards increased confidence, knowledge and
development of motorcycle riding skills.

In 2005 Got’M secured ACT Government funding to establish the
GEARS - Girls Education and Rider Safety motorcycle roadcraft
skills development course. In August 2007 Got’M obtained funding
from the NRMA — ACT Road Safety Trust to continue the course into
2009. The course was developed by and is conducted by Stay
Upright Motorcycle Techniques ACT and provides an opportunity to:

o allow for the review of current female rider training;
e provide advice on improving the delivery of training for women;

and
e develop a road craft course that will include both theory and
on-road training.
